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PERSONALITY MASK PROJECT
SUMMARY OF THE PROJECT

The purpose of this project is to allow you to describe yourself in a visual way.  You will accomplish this by putting representations of your personality on a paper mache mask.  You may use paint, markers, crayons, stickers, pencil, pictures you cut out, ribbons, sequins, and other objects you may glue on the surface of the mask.  The representations you put on the mask reveal your many facets.  If there are things you don’t want others to know about or see, you can put them on the inside of the mask.

MASK
Clearly show at least six (6) facets of your personality through some significant representation.  Work on the mask should reflect the amount of thought and care that you put into developing your plan as well as the application of any materials.  Remember that your personality refers to the characteristic behavior patterns, emotions, motives, thoughts, attitudes with which you react to your environment.  Examples include whether or not you are extroverted or introverted; aggressive or passive; anxious or calm.  These aspects of you personality are relatively consistent over time.

PAPER

Fully explain all personality facets depicted on your mask. You must address how your personality correlates with the four personality theories/perspectives we are discussing in this unit: psychoanalytic, humanistic, trait, and socio-cognitive. The paper must be typed, double spaced, with 1” margins.  Please use a 12 point font.  The paper should include an introduction and conclusion that will include your criticism of this project in general.  

PRESENTATION
The presentation in class will be with your table members and should last no longer than two minutes.  Please be prepared to clearly communicate the meaning of at least six representations on your mask. If you wish, you can also elicit from your group what their interpretation of the symbols on the mask is.

DUE DATE

Monday, December 15th. Your name should not appear anywhere on the outside of the mask but you must have you name on the inside.
